ORDERED that:


1.

Manner of Examination:  A standard orthopaedic examination will be conducted which is limited to past and current condition of the Plaintiff.  There will be no invasive testing, films or nerve conduction studies.  The examination shall not be a general medical examination.

3.
Conditions to the Examination:  Counsel for the Defendant is responsible for providing the examiner with any medical history, medical records.  The Plaintiff will not be required to complete any information or history forms other than to provide the necessary identifying information.  A copy of all such documents shall be provided to the Plaintiff at the conclusion of the examination.  The examiner is permitted to conduct an interview of the 
Plaintiff but the questioning will be limited to the Plaintiff’s past and present medical condition.  This medical examination is not a deposition.  

4.
Scope of the Examination:  Such examination shall begin at the time referenced above or as soon thereafter as can reasonably occur.  The examiner shall be provided with a copy of this Order in advance of the examination and must agree to abide by its terms.


5.
The examiner shall file his written report of the examination with both Counsel within fifteen (15) days of the examination and the report shall be detailed setting out the findings of the examiner, including the results of all tests, diagnoses and conclusions.  A copy of the examiner’s notes and complete office file prepared as part of the examination will be appended to the report and provided to both Counsel on the same day.  A copy of the examiner’s charges for the examination and any record review will be attached to the report.

6.
This examination is being conducted pursuant to Rule 4:10 and no counsel nor the examiner shall refer to the examination as being “independent” or “agreed to” or “court ordered” as the Defendant is the only one choosing the examiner.


7.
The Plaintiff’s spouse may be present for the examination.  If the spouse chooses to be present he/she will make no statements or comments or otherwise inject himself/herself into the examination unless requested by the examiner.


8.
The Plaintiff may tape record the examination with either a copy of that tape or a transcript of the tape being provided to opposing counsel upon request.
